How to use:  
 

1. YEARS:  Locate the year the student was born in the center column entitled ñYear Born.ò   

¶ The number of YEARS in the studentôs age will be next to the year born, on the side 

corresponding with the month they were born.  

2. MONTHS: Locate the month in which the child was born in the row entitled ñMonth Born.ò   

¶ The number of MONTHS in the studentôs age will be below the month born.

The teacher should report to the school committee/board on the day appointed and be prepared to give attention 

to the following duties during the pre-school period. 
 

1. Meet with the church on Sabbath 

2. Get acquainted with the school committee/board 

3. Visitation to each studentôs home 

4. Encourage 100% enrollment of the children of the church 

5. Register all pupils in the Daily Register and Scholarship Record 

6. Arrange for ordering of pupilsô textbooks and school supplies, if this has not been done previously 

7. Update the cumulative folder where necessary 

8. Order achievement testing supplies 

9. See that everything at the school is in readiness for opening on time, including chalkboard copy of a 

temporary daily program 

10. Send mailing address and telephone number to the local conference Educational Superintendent  

11. Prepare for the first weekôs classes 

12. Get acquainted with the available school equipment and textbooks 

13. Make the classroom pleasant and attractive in appearance 

 

Immunization Requirements 
From Educational Code 1326 
 

Immunization requirements of the respective state apply to Seventh-day Adventist schools.  Proof of 

immunization must be presented to the school office when the child initially registers for school.  It is the 

responsibility of the principal to enforce these regulations and ensure that an up-to-date record is maintained for 

each student.

Minimum School Day 

From Educational Code 2437 

 

A minimum day consists of at least four hours of instructional time excluding lunch period.  Up to eight 

minimum days may be scheduled for teaching in-service, parent-teacher conferences and days preceding 

vacations.  The superintendent of schools must approve all minimum days.  (See AUCOE K-12 Code #2260) 

 

Subject Alternation Schedule 

From Educational Code 2440 

 

Certain subjects in the elementary school may be taught on a two-grade alternating basis.  These include 

Religion 5-8, Social Studies 1-8, Health/Science 1-8, and Spelling 5-8.  The pattern of alternation is indicated 

by the term "odd year" which designates a school year ending in an odd number (1986-87), and "even year" 

which designates a school year ending with an even number (1985-86).  Schools that are large enough to make 

it unnecessary to combine two grades are not required to follow the alternation schedule.  For an outline of the 

alternation plan, consult the current Atlantic Union Conference Textbook List K-8.
